According to section 12(1) (c) of the Right to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009,
it is provisioned that a minimum of 25% of seats in the entry class of non-aided
private schools shall be reserved for children belonging to neighboring
disadvantaged groups and weaker sections. To implement this provision, the state
government has decided to undertake the following measures while implementing

the previous instructions:

1. As per the provisions of the Act, the facility of admission in non-aided private
schools is for children belonging to neighboring disadvantaged groups and weaker
sections. Neighboring refers to children residing within a one-kilometer radius of the
school. If sufficient children are not available within this radius, enroliment of children
residing within an expanded radius of three kilometers from the school boundary will
be considered. However, if seats remain vacant, enrollment of children residing
within a distance of five kilometers from the school boundary will be considered.

2. Disadvantaged groups refer to scheduled castes, scheduled tribes, backward
classes, minority communities, and children with disabilities exceeding 40% or more.

3. Weaker sections refer to children who do not belong to the disadvantaged group
and whose family's annual income from all sources is less than INR 72,000.

4. Priority in the enrollment of children belonging to disadvantaged groups and
weaker sections will be given to those whose family's annual income is less than INR

72,000 from all sources.



5. Parents or guardians of children residing within the proximity of the school
boundary will be required to submit the following documents for enroliment:
(i) Aadhar Card/Voter Identity Card

(ii) Job Card of Rural Area (under the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment
Guarantee Scheme)

(i) Ration Card/Driving License/Electricity Bill with the parent/guardian’s
residential address.

6. The following documents will be accepted as proof for the enroliment of children

belonging to disadvantaged groups and weaker sections:

(i) Any government document of the parents/guardians for proof of belonging to

the scheduled caste/scheduled tribe.

(i) Disability certificate issued by the Medical Board/Military Surgeon, District
Hospital, Medical Officer, Primary Health Center, for children with disabilities

exceeding 40%.

(i) Income certificate issued by the concerned Regional Officer.

7. For enrollment in Nursery, LKG, the minimum and maximum age limit will be 3 years
6 months and 4 years 6 months, respectively, and for Class |, the age limit will be more

than 5 years 6 months and less than 7 years.
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
